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Abstract: EUR-OCEANS from a Network to a Consortium 

From 2005 to 2008 EUR-OCEANS, a European Network of Excellence funded by the European Commission, contributed to develop coupled models to better simulate the impacts of global change on marine ecosystems, in co-operation with GLOBEC and IMBER. EUR-OCEANS major outputs deal with predictions of ocean acidification in the Arctic Ocean, changes in primary production and export primary production in the global marine ocean in the 21st century, and with the coupled impacts of overexploitation and climate change on marine ecosystems. Since January 2009 EUR-OCEANS has become a European Consortium. Its aims and implementation plan will be presented.
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EUR-OCEANS activities continue in 2009-2012 within a consortium counting 25

member institutions. Philippe Cury (IRD, France), the 2009-2010 scientific

coordinator of the consortium, intends to develop activities under the

unifying banner of scenarios construction for marine ecosystems under

anthropogenic and natural forcing in the XXI Century. Flagships will be

awarded to institutions leading a joint programme of activity on hot topics.

The current plan of activities and associated ‘tools’ such as foresight

workshops and EUR-OCEANS conferences will be presented.
